Use only genuine upholstery clips.

When installing, all upholstery clips must be fitted in the same positions as the original ones.

Always renew backrest upholstery after side airbag has been triggered.

All damaged components must be replaced after an accident. The original airbag unit can still be used if no
signs of damage are found.
