2011 Audi A8 4H 3.0 TDI Quattro HVAC coolant pump fault

Symptoms:
Car blows slightly warm air from blowers, until engine reaches temperature and thermostat opens and send all that nice warmth to the radiator, then the blowers aren’t getting as warm as they should, Passenger (Left) dashboard blower remains warm(ish)

Procedure

Pop the bonnet, peel off the seal around the upper engine bay, and remove 4 torx screws as shown:

Pop the caps of the wiper arm bolts:

Remove the wiper arm nuts, then wiggle the arms from the bolts and put to one side.
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You should be able to lift the plastic trim in the middle, and have enough play to unclip each end so you can lift it up enough to get to the pump
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The pump us secured by 2x 10mm studs through rubber mounts
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Release the electrical connector, then clamp the inlet and outlet hoses, then squeeze the pipe clamps and pull them off
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Once disconnected, unscrew the torx screws holding the pump to the mounting bracket, and fit the new pump.
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If you’ve bought a used pump replacement, you can test it before fitting, note the pin labels on the rear.
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Remove the blanks from the inlet/outlet and refit the pump in the same way as you removed it, start the car, and there is a bleed valve a few inches up from the pump outlet, I opened it, but little, if any air seemed to come out.

Once you’re happy the car is getting warm, refit the plastic trim, the seal around engine bay, then wiper arms in the same way you removed them.

Plug in VCDS, clear the pump failure fault codes, take her for a spin
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
